Q. Is the Pharm.D (PB) Program Approved by PCI? 

 Yes, the Pharm.D (Post Baccalaureate) program is approved by the Pharmacy Council of India 

(PCI).

4. B.Pharm all Marksheet/Provisional Degree Certificate

Q. Eligibility Criteria for Pharm.D (PB) 

• Bachelor of Pharmacy (B.Pharm) degree from an institution approved by the Pharmacy 

Council of India (PCI) under section 12 of the Pharmacy Act.         

 

Q. Admission Process 

• Candidates must register and apply online on the Institute website separately. 

• Seat allotment will be carried out based on merit and the availability of seats. 

• After preparation of merit list, IPNU will announce the admission process to be 

held at IPNU based upon merit list and Candidates will be informed by email 

and/or website notification. 

• Students are required to report to IPNU for confirmation of admission and payment of the 

fees Rs. 2.95 Lakh / 5000*USD or its equivalent INR for the first year on the day of 



admission through Demand draft/ Cheque prepared on the name of Institute of Pharmacy 

under Nirma University.  

• In case the seats remain vacant after completion of first round of admission process,  

such vacant seats will be displayed on official website and next admission round may be 

conducted.

Q. Is Hostel Facility available

Q. What about the admission to international students’ admission?  

15% of the total seats are allocated for international students under the Supernumerary 

categories, including Children of Indian Workers in Gulf Countries and South East Asia 

(CIWGC-SEA), Overseas Citizen of India (OCI), and Foreign Nationals (FN). Among these, 

5% of seats are reserved for CIWGC-SEA and 10% for OCI/FN. If the OCI/FN seats are not 

filled, they become available to CIWGC-SEA applicants. For details refer to the website:
