Information and Admission Rules for 
Admission to First Year B. Tech. Programme – 2026 

(Eligibility & Documents for NRI / NRI-Sponsored Category) 

Eligibility for Non-Resident Indians (NRI) Candidate: 

1. Candidate must have passed the qualifying examination abroad and is exempted from appearing in 
Paper – I of JEE (Main)-2026 Entrance Examination.  

2. Candidate who has passed the qualifying examination from the school located in India (having NRI 
status) must have to appear in Paper – I of JEE (Main) 2026 Entrance Examination. 

3. In case, Letter Grade / Performance Index or Graded Point Average is awarded instead of 
percentage marks in qualifying examination, equivalence certificate is required from the school 
authority. 

4. The minimum eligibility in 12th Science will be declared by the Govt. of Gujarat.  
(Refer the website https://acpc.gujarat.gov.in/)  

 
Following categories of people will be considered as NRI.  
 

1. Passport of a candidate indicating his/her status as 'Non-Resident Indian'. 
2. Certificates of Non-Resident Indian issued by the Indian Embassy/Indian Consulate of the 

Country where the Non-Resident Indian is residing. 
3. A Candidate who has studied outside India, passed the qualifying examination (must be 

appearing for in 2026) or its equivalent under any system of education, and meets the eligibility 
criteria while holding NRI Status. 

4. NRE / NRO Account in India in the name of sponsoring person. 
5. Overseas Citizen of India / Person of Indian Origin Card holder.

Equivalence Certificate (is required) from Association of Indian Universities (AIU), 
Delhi (if a candidate has passed qualifying examination from outside India)

Index or Graded Point Average is given in qualifying examination).

Eligibility for NRI-Sponsored Candidate:  

1. Candidate must have passed the qualifying examination in India and must have appeared in 

Paper – I of JEE (Main)-2026 Entrance Examination. The admission will be offered based on the 

merit list prepared as per All India Rank (CRL) of Paper – I of JEE (Main)-2026 Entrance 

Examination only. 
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2. Candidate will have to produce a sponsorship letter (as prescribed) from an NRI who will 

undertake to pay all tuition and other fees for the entire degree program. 

3. Documentary evidence of Sponsor having NRI Status must also be produced.  

4. In case, Letter Grade / Performance Index or Graded Point Average is awarded instead of 

percentage marks in qualifying examination, equivalence certificate is required from the school 

authority.

An Affidavit from Sponsoring person as per the Performa available on the 
website and should be submitted within the stipulated time. 
 

1. If the affidavit is being prepared in foreign country, sponsor has to follow 
the affidavit/notarization of respective country. 

 

2. If provision of notarization is not available in a particular country, sponsor 
has to get endorsed affidavit from Indian Embassy/Indian Consulate 
situated in the respective country. 

 

3. If affidavit procedure is being carried out in India by NRI Sponsor, in that 
case proof of his/her presence in India at the time of affidavit must be 
enclosed in the form of a photocopy of those pages of passport having 
immigration stamp. 

 

4. The signature of sponsor in affidavit must match with the signature done in 
his/her passport.
